The Gatka Federation of India and the National Gatka Association conducted
trials for the 37th National Games Goa 2023 for both men and women at
Ludhiana district, where around 100 boys and 80 qirls participated. After
intense competition, 11 boys and 11 girls were selected to represent Punjab in
this prestigious event. The University made its mark with an impressive
selection — from the girls' team, Rajveer Kaur, Amandeep Kaur, and Simran
Kaur secured their places, while from the boys' team, Gurpreet Singh earned
his spot. Notably, gold and silver medalists from the State Championships
across Punjab participated in these trials. This year’s National Games hold
special significance as the Indian Olympic Association has included Gatka, the
traditional martial art of Punjab, for the first time in the event’s history, adding
to the pride and enthusiasm of the participants.

The Centre for Scientific Research and Innovation Cell of the University (CSRI-
SGGSWU) organized a one-day awareness program to celebrate the successful
landing of Chandrayaan-3 at the Moon’s South Pole. In his Presidential Address Dr.
Prit Pal Singh, Vice Chancellor of the University highlighted the remarkable
achievements of ISRO and emphasized that Chandrayaan-3 is a historic milestone.
Dr. Preet Kaur, a subject expert from the Physics Department, deliberated upon on
space exploration, lunar missions, and the scientific principles behind the launch and
landing of Chandrayaan-3. To enhance learning, students were shown videos of
Chandrayaan-3’s launch and landing from ISRO's official YouTube channel. A
poster-making competition was held in which 150 students participated. Loveneet
Kaur, Sandeep Kaur and Parneet Kaur bagged first, second and third prize
respectively in the competition.
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A Ten-Day Soft Skills Training Program
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The Department of Training and Placement, in collaboration with FUEL (Friends
Union for Energizing Lives), organized a Ten-Day Soft Skills Training Program aimed
at preparing students for the industry by enhancing their professional and
interpersonal skills.

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National Seminar Dedicated to the 150th Foundation Year of

the Singh Sabha Movement
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A National Seminar commemorating the 150th foundation year of the Singh Sabha
Movement was successfully organized at the University. The inaugural session was
graced by Prof. Ajaib Singh Brar, Pro-Chancellor, as the Chief Guest. In his address,
he highlighted the unparalleled contributions of the Singh Sabha Movement to the
Sikh Panth, emphasizing its unique place among various Sikh reform movements.
Presiding over the session, Prof. Prit Pal Singh, Vice-Chancellor of the University,
stressed the relevance of the Singh Sabha Movement in addressing present-day
challenges. Delivering the keynote address, Prof. Kehar Singh, former Chairperson,
Punjab Board of School Education, described the Singh Sabha Movement as a
renaissance movement aligned with the fundamental ethos of Sikhism.
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Prof. Sukhwinder Singh Billing, Dean Academic Affairs, emphasized the need for in-
depth university-level research on the leading figures and contributions of the Singh
Sabha Movement. He stated that such scholarly work would serve as a valuable
guide for future academic reforms related to Sikh studies. During the academic
session, distinguished scholars - Dr. Sikander Singh, Head, Department of Punjabi;
Dr. Gurtej Singh, Principal, Khalsa College for Girls, Akar; Bhai Baldeep Singh,
Kathavachak, New Delhi; and Dr. Sandeep Kaur, Department of Punjabi presented
their research papers on various aspects of the Singh Sabha Movement. Presiding
over the session, Prof. Paramvir Singh from Punjabi University, Patiala, emphasized
the importance of approaching the Singh Sabha Movement from a positive and
unbiased perspective to fully understand its multifaceted significance.

Lecture on "Psychological Issues in Student-Teacher
Relationships"”

Barriers in Biomedical Exploration: A Journey through Optical Tissue Clearing and
Spatial Molecular Mapping." In a groundbreaking talk, Dr. Harsharan Singh Bhatia from
Helmholtz Zentrum Minchen, Germany, explored the fusion of optical tissue clearing and
spatial molecular mapping for advancements in biomedical research. Dr. Bhatia
highlighted the transformative impact of optical tissue-clearing techniques, which enable
deep imaging of large tissue volumes without the need for laborious sectioning. He
introduced DISCO-MS, a cutting-edge method that integrates optical clearing, image
analysis, robotic-aided tissue extraction, and mass spectrometry. This innovative
approach provides indistinguishable proteome data from uncleared samples, offering a
revolutionary pathway for comprehensive 3D tissue examination. The method opens new
diagnostic and therapeutic possibilities for complex diseases such as cancer, metabolic
dysfunctions, and neurodegenerative disorders.
